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formMail
formMail.php is an online form submission handler.  It will allow the user to send an email to a predefined email address.  It also gives the user the ability to customize the conformation page as well as send a confirmation email.  Please follow the below instruction to include this in your web applications.
Script Setup

The formMail script has 2 required components for installation. It has the main mail script named “formmail.php” and the associate “confirm.php” file. 
HTML <FORM> Setup

Form Method and Action:

The form method must be “post.” The script is not set up to receive “get” variables. This is a planned future addition. The action for the form needs to be “/scripts/formMail.php. 

For example:
<form action= “/scripts/formMail.php” method= “post” >

The Required Hidden Fields:

The form also MUST have three “hidden” fields. Without these fields, the formMail script will not work. In order for the form to be submitted, there must be someone to send it to (“adm-SendTo”), a descriptive subject about the submission (“adm-SendSubject”), and who it is from (“adm-SendFrom”). 

· adm-SendTo:

This value holds the e-mail address the form will be submitted to. For example:

<input type= “hidden” name= “adm-SendTo” value= “johndoe@georgiasouthern.edu”>

· adm-SendSubject:

This value holds the subject for the submission e-mail. It should be something descriptive, but not too long. For example:

<input type= “hidden” name= “adm-SendSubject” value= “Your subject goes here”>

· adm-SendFrom:

This value holds the e-mail address the form is from. This can be your departmental account, or it could be the same value as “adm-SendTo” For example:

<input type= “hidden” name= “adm-SendFrom” value= “johndoe@georgiasouthern.edu“

Here is an example of what the form could look like:

The Optional Hidden Fields:

There are also other options in addition to those three hidden fields. These values are optional and are not necessary for the script to run, but could be helpful to the recipient(s) of the form. 
· adm-SendCC:

This value stores the address of the person receiving a carbon copy of the submitted form. For example:

<input type= "hidden" name= "adm-SendCC" value= "janedoe@georgiasouthern.edu">

· adm-SendBCC:

This value stores the address of the person receiving a blind carbon copy of the submitted form. For example:
<input type= "hidden" name= "adm-SendBCC" value= "jamesdoe@georgiasouthern.edu">

· adm-SendConfField:

This value should be the name of the field the user input their email address to when they filled out the form. This value is only needed if you plan to send a custom confirmation email. For example:
<input type= “hidden” name=”adm-SendConfField” value= “field_name”>

· adm-SendConfText:

This value is used along with “adm-SendConfField.” It stores the text portion of the custom confirmation e-mail. For this value to work correctly, you must use the filename of the text file as the value and make sure the full url is referenced.  This file must exist on the georgiasouthern.edu domain.  For example:

<input type= “hidden” name= “adm-SendSubject” value = “http://www.georgiasouthern.edu/myconfirmation.txt”>

· adm-SendThankyouPage:

This value should contain the address (url) of the thank you page that the user will see after they complete the form. This page must exist on the georgiasouthern.edu domain.  For example:
<input type= “hidden” name= “adm-SendThankyouPage” value= “http://test.georgiasouthern.edu/thankyoupage.html”>

Setting up the required fields:

In your form there may be fields that are required and fields that are optional. In order to make your required fields “required,” you must put “req-“ in front of the field name. For example:

<input type= “text” name= “req-user_name” value= “user_name”>

This is not necessary for the optional fields. Written this way, the script will output an error to the user if he or she leaves a required field blank.
